HIPPIEMAN: THE MOVIE

Synopsis
Woodstock 1969. As JIMI HENDRIX jams out the STAR SPANGLED BANNER, an INFANT is born. Sunshine glistens off the newborn’s ass revealing a peace sign shaped birthmark. Thirty-four years later, the same birthmark is revealed on the ass of MITCH CURTIS, yuppie research chemist. 

While backpacking in the Adirondack Mountains, Mitch becomes trapped in a super intensive acid rain storm. Physically ill and virtually bald, from the effects of the rain storm, Mitch refines his company’s experimental hair growth balm. The altered balm works too well, transforming Mitch into a totally freaked out, uncontrollable hair growing, neurotic.  

Exhausted, Mitch collapses on his bed and falls into a deep sleep. He dreams of a tarot card reader, MAMA CASS, who informs him he has “special powers”. Upon waking, Mitch discovers he is now able to control the movements, and length, of his hair. He is also able to manifest protective bubbles of colored light from his seven chakras (energy centers on the human body). Mitch thwarts a bank robbery with his newfound powers, becoming the darling of the media.

Needing funds to form a homeless shelter, Mitch markets a “safer” version of his hair growth balm. He also organizes a large street protest, which turns violent, against the construction of “Divinity Mountain” (a family values theme park designed by televangelist REVEREND DONALD FIELDS). The Reverend’s disillusioned wife, HARRIET, falls in love with Mitch, moving in with him at the homeless shelter. Reverend Fields calls in a favor to the police and has the shelter busted. Strapped for cash, and with no other options, Mitch accepts an ungodly amount of corporate sponsorship money to fund the shelter.  

Reverend Fields’ organization of thugs and miscreants discover that Mitch’s hair growth balm is, in fact, enlarging the hole in the ozone layer. The disclosure of this information forces Mitch to abandon Harriet and the shelter, escaping into exile.  

HANNA HUBBARD, a manifestation of Mama Cass, gives Mitch a place to crash.  Mitch realizes that he must fix the hole in the ozone. Condensing 1500 pounds of herbs and 300 bottles of sunscreen into a single, super bong hit, Mitch convinces high altitude balloonist, COLONEL MIKE DOLBY, to help him travel to the ozone.  Reaching the ozone layer, Mitch fires up the bong hit.  As he exhales the hit, the smoke magically patches the hole.  Once again a hero, Mitch addresses both Houses of Congress and organizes a National Group Hug.  
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
